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BB ErER12: Role of Tourism and
leisure in Economic development: a
case study of Cambridge
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The number of trips taken by tourists to Cambridge in 2013 hit just over five million - an
increase of more than one million from just three years ago.

According to new figures from the Economic Impact of Tourism report for Cambridge,
5,362,300 trips were made to the city in 2013, an increase on the 4,080,300 visits during 2010.

The increase is chiefly down to short visits rather than overnight stays, evident from the rise in
day trips to the city from 3,245,000 in 2010 to 4,633,000 in 2013.

Meanwhile ‘staying trips, which includes overnight stays from both UK and overseas visitors,
saw a slight dip from 835,300 in 2010 to 729,300 in 2013.
